I was lead developer for the Argos Ireland site and I mentored junior staff. My main tasks have involved interfacing with a 3rd party payment gateway provider (TLG) to achieve PCI compliance. I worked closely with analysts and testers to deliver change requests to the Argos sites. The database was DB2 and I have written SQL for the Web Commerce data model. I am familiar with Accelerator and Management Center for setting up product promotions and have developed both applications to include bespoke functionality. Projects were delivered using both Agile and waterfall methodologies with Trello being used for daily scrums.
